Awarded up to the value of $7,300 per year (25% of tuition fees)

e King’s School Old Boys’ Association Scholarship
Awarded to a boy who demonstrates all-round ability in academics, arts and sport.
Awarded up to the value of $14,600 per year (50% of tuition fees)

Scholarships awarded are valued up to $29,200 per annum (from 25% - 100% of tuition fees), as
successful applicants may be awarded more than one scholarship.

Scholarships are tenable for 2 years of education at King’s School (Year 7 2026 and Year 8 2027).
The level of parental contribution is independently assessed and based on the current financial
position of the family.

Academic Scholarship applicants will attend our Assessment Morning on Tuesday 25 February
2025, and sit examinations in Literacy, Mathematics and Reasoning.

Each assessment is 45 minutes long. All assessment questions are in the form of multiple choice.
